To All Contractors Doing Business in Towanda Borough:


Thank you for your past participation in Towanda Borough’s Contractor Registration program.


As you may know, due to the state’s Home Improvement Consumer Protection Act that requires home improvement contractors (as defined by the Act) to register with the PA Attorney General’s office, Towanda Borough will, for the foreseeable future, not require home improvement contractors to register or pay a registration fee. However, home improvement contractors will be required, with each application for a building permit, to provide us with proof  of registration with the state along with proof of worker’s compensation insurance, if applicable and either a Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or Manufacturer’s and Contractor’s Liability Insurance with a single occurrence and aggregate limit of $300,000 and Property Damage, Bodily Injury, Product Liability and Completed Operations insurance in the same amount.

Those of you who are new home builders or are doing commercial work or otherwise are not “home improvement contractors” as defined by the Act, will need to register with Towanda Borough as before. The cost of the registration is $50, if paid before March 31, 2010 and $60 if paid after this date. With this application, the insurance requirements are the same as mentioned before. Commercial work, for these purposes, shall include work on any commercial building, and, any residential buildings containing more than two (2) dwelling units.
